Day 1 Australia-Saigon 

Fly from Australia to Vietnam - Welcome to 
Vietnam a country of beautiful landscapes and 
some of the friendliest people on earth. We are 
met at the airport by our friendly local guide and 
transferred to our hotel. 

Day 2 Saigon – Cu Chi - Saigon (B) 

After breakfast, visit the famous Cu Chi Tunnels, 
an incredible underground tunnel network 
constructed by Vietnamese resistance fighters or 
“Viet Cong” guerillas during the long struggle for 
independence. Return to Ho Chi Minh City for a 
city tour. Takes in the Notre Dame Cathedral, the 
city’s old Post Office, the War Remnants Museum 
and the Ben Thanh Market. Overnight in Ho Chi 
Minh City. 

Day 3 Saigon – Cai Be – SGN (B, L) 

Today we will explore the Mekong Delta. Arrive in 
Cai Be, board the motor-boat to visit Cai Be 
Floating Market. Visit to industrial villages such as 
paper rice making, coconut candy making and 
enjoy the coconut candy. Take a walk to visit the 
orchard and enjoy seasonal local fruits at Mr. Sau 
Ca. 
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Day 4 Saigon – Free day at leisure(B) 

A free day at leisure to enjoy more of this dynamic 
city at your own pace or Shopping Spree. 

Day 5 Saigon – Da Nang – Hoi An (B) 

We fly north to Danang where we transfer to the 
small, picturesque riverside town of Hoi An. The 
old town of Hoi An was declared a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site for its well-preserved port and 
its buildings display a unique blend of local and 
foreign influence dating back to the 15th – 18th 
century.  

Day 6 Hoi An (B) 

Today we explore the old town of Hoi An by foot 
as cars are banned from the inner city to help 
preserve the rich culture of this heritage site. Our 
walking tour takes us through the cobbled streets 
to the bustling central market and the harbour 
area. We visit ancient homes and Family 
Chapels, a typical Chinese-style Pagoda, Sa 
Huynh Museum, the Japanese Covered Bridge 
Pagoda and handicraft workshops.  

Day 7 Hoi An (B/L) 

Today we join cooking class at Viettown 
restaurant. Activities: 
 9.00 am: Pick guests up at Viettown restaurant 

and take them to the market by Cyclo  
 Buying materials for cooking 
 Taking them to go to some stalls in the market 

and introducing them how to choose the good 
ingredients food for the cooking 

 10.00 am : Back to Viettown restaurant to take 
a walk 

 10.00 – 10.30 am : Take a rest and visit to 
Traditional Craft Village of Viettown. 

 10.35 am : Guests will learn and practise 3 
dishes: Viettown Springroll, Braised Aubergine 
in clay pot and Stir-fried chicken with 
lemongrass and chili 

Having lunch or dinner with meat for your cook 
and service with Steamed Rice. 
Hopefully, your guests have some experience of 
Vietnamese Cuisine Characteristic at Viet town 
restaurant and that will be a memorable trip to 
them in Hoi An.

Day 8 Hoi An - Hue  (B) 

This morning we drive to Hue passing by Danang 
and Hai Van Pass and and will also pass the 
famous Truong Son Mountain which has 
spectacular views. Then take a cyclo ride to 
Imperial Citadel, continue by coach to Thien Mu 
Pagoda and enjoy boat trip on the Perfume River. 

Day 9 Hue (B) 

Today you have a day at leisure to simply relax or 
further explore this fascinating city on your own. 
Hue was once the former Imperial capital of the 
Nguyen Dynasty and is most famously know for 
its grand architecture and many monuments 
located around the city.  

Day 10 Hue – Hanoi (B) 

This afternoon we continue our journey north as 
we fly to Hanoi. Hanoi is the vibrant capital of 
Vietnam and celebrated its 1000th birthday as a 
city in 2010. Hanoi is located on the banks of the 
Red River and is well known for its grand 
buildings and busy bustling streets. There is a 
real excitement about this city. We are met at the 
airport and transferred to our hotel.  

Day 11 Hanoi – Halong Bay (B,L,D) 

Ha Long Bay has an area of around 1,553 km2, 
including 1,960 islets, most of which are 
limestone. The limestone in this bay has gone 
through 500 million years of formation in different 
conditions and environments. After breakfast, 
driving to Halong Bay. This scenic drive will pass 
through some of the rural landscapes before 
arriving in the afternoon to the World Heritage site 
of Halong Bay then cruise aboard a traditional 
Junk with facilities of the highest standard; double 
cabins with suite batherooms, a spacious dining 
room seving traditional Vietnamese cuisine, plus 
a loarge sun deck area. Seafood lunch is served 
on bard while cruising passes Islands. Dinner is 
served on the boat as the sun is setting. 
Overnight on board. 

Day 12 Halong Bay – Hanoi (B) 

Continue cruising through the magic and scenic 
waters of Halong Bay this morning before 
disembarking at midday and driving back to 
Hanoi.
